NEW YEAR FEES
A costing sheet will follow shortly, once sessions have been confirmed. Costs have altered slightly. The new fee structure is fairly complicated I’ll admit (apologies!), but to summarise, a 5% discount on fees is given to those who pay by ‘monthly standing order’, rather than by termly cash/cheque. Training fees for this coming academic year, compared to last year work out, in a nut-shell as follows:

· For those who entered at least half of available competitions last year, fees are now CHEAPER!
· For those who didn’t enter at least half of available competitions, fees are slightly more expensive.

I will add at this point that even our most expensive rate is considerably cheaper than what the majority of similar clubs charge!
